profiled with a brief biography, their best known roles, iconic facts and best known quotes, plus



beautiful photographs of the ladies, mostly in color but a few black and white pictures too.The book

is chock full of little bits of trivia and information about household names we still remember vividly to

those who may have flown under our radar.
